DC and Japan Report
DC:

Conway Testimony to House Military Construction Com mittee:
On May 6", 2009, Gen. James Conway, Marine Corps Commandant, testified before the

House Committee on Military Construction that the $4 billion estimation for the U.S. portion of
relocation costs from Okinawa to Guam is “way underestimated”. General Conway continued
in his testimony that the decision to move more than 8,000 Marines from Okinawa and some
bases in mainland Japan “would be reconsidered” as part of the global basing study during
the upcoming Quadrennial Defense Review. The Defense Department, under the new US
Administration will be tasked to come up with a new priority list that is inline with the Obama
Administration’s goals when it comes to defense projects via the new QDR. A predominant
portion of the QDR will be focused on Iraq and Afghanistan as well as Guam and the
Mariana’s region in order to get a handle the costs and requirements for proposed Okinawa
move.

Conflicting the testimony offered by General Conway, JGPO Executive Director, David Bice
had stated that the Okinawa relocation to Guam is not totally being “reconsidered” as General
Conway had testified and continued to parse words with the testimony of the General. Bice
referred the General's testimony to “reconsider” range development for the region.
Congresswoman Bordallo of Guam, surprised by the testimony of General Conway, also
offered her disagreement with the Commandant’s testimony and insisted that Guam’s plans
will “not be reconsidered” and she has confirmed that Guam’s build up remains the same by
the Secretary of State and Secretary of Defense by her personal meetings with them.

Chairman Skelton’s comments at House Armed Services Committee Hearing for 2010

Budget:
On May 13" Chairman of the House Armed Services Committee, Ike Skelton, reiterated his

concern regarding requested funding levels and timelines for the Okinawa Marine relocation
to Guam. During the full committee hearing to receive testimony on the 2010 National
Defense Authorization Budget, Chairman Skelton stated, that US Congress still has
“significant concerns regarding the planned move of the Marines from Okinawa to Guam, at
over $10 billion, it is an enormous project and | am concerned that the thinking behind it is not
yet sufficiently mature. We need to do this, but it needs to be done right”.

JAPAN:

Japan Congress Approves funds for Guam Move:

As expected and suggested in last month’s report, Japan’s lower House of Representatives
over-ruled the upper house’s rejection of the US/Japan bi-lateral accord. The Upper House
(House of Councilors), voted to reject the bi-lateral accord and refuse funding for the
Okinawa relocation to Guam on May 13", 2009. Citing excessive costs and lavish bases
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being paid for by Japan taxpayers, the Upper House, which is controlled by the Japan
opposition party (DPJ) rejected the accord. However, since the accord is a treaty between
countries, the Lower House, controlled by the party in power (LDP), over ruled the Upper
House’s rejection. The Bi-lateral accord committed the country of Japan to $2.8 Billion in
direct cash funding and a total of $3.29 Billion in loans and investments for various projects to
be assigned to SPE’s. The accord will become officially binding in 30 days.

Political Shake Up in Japan:

The Japan political atmosphere is getting more cloudy day by day with the Liberal Democratic
Party of Japan (the current party in power) continuing to lose voter confidence. It is expected
that the Prime Minister will be forced to hold elections in September this year to address
plummeting support numbers. In this September election, it “was” widely expected that the
minority party, The Democratic Party of Japan would take over. The DPJ is not a fan of the
Guam relocation or its costs, so this is worrying members of the Pentagon as well as the
State Department. However a recent construction kickback scandal has plagued the DPJ's
leader who was widely expected to become the next Prime Minister of Japan. He was forced
to resign on May 11™ 2009. The elections in September must be monitored closely to
ensure that Japan keeps its accord with the United States in regards to the Okinawa
relocation to Guam and the amounts in funding it has promised. The DPJ has been on
record in Japan media that if and when they take power in September, they will renegotiate
with the United State Government and basically start the whole relocation negotiations from
scratch.

DOD Budget Report

$787 million was included in the 2010 US budget for federal construction on Guam. Some of
the larger projects slated to take place consists of a $259 million project to modernize Naval
Hospital, $167 million to improve wharves at Apra Harbor and $48 million for a haul road
network which would be a series of various sectional road improvements and strengthening.
This more than doubles the record held in 2008 for military construction spending. Another
$2 million was set aside for local infrastructure improvements through OIA.

It should be noted that this is the first year that the military’s budget did not include a FYDP
(Future Years Defense Plan). Roughly a five year gauge of what congress needs to expect
funding for the military, the FYDP was NOT included in the 2010 budget. Sources in the
Pentagon and the Administration say this was intentional so as to completely overhaul the
operations of the Pentagon and Defense and to review all plans to ensure that American Tax
Payer dollars are being spent correctly and appropriately on programs that work and are in
the best interest of the US. Once appointed members of the Obama Administration within the
Pentagon can wrap their heads around the thousands of ongoing programs, it is expected
that a new Quadrennial Defense Review will be issued with policy that a new FYDP can then
be created on.

JBIC (Japan Credit) Mamizu Funding

The Japan Bank for International Cooperation (JBIC) will be financing approximately $3.29
Billion of the Guam Build up. $2.55 billion is reserved for Military Housing on Guam and $740
Million is reserved for utilities. For the JBIC portion, SPE’s will be created (Special Purpose
Entities) where direct loans and pre-approved financing with JBIC approved Japan
companies will be selected to construct the housing and utility projects on Guam. For the
Housing portion of the program, it is expected that private (Japan) entities will construct and
then manage and maintain the military marine housing (3,520 units) on Guam for a monthly
fee with DOD which will then serve as payment to the JBIC loan. Service member housing
allowances will be used as debt service. For the Utilities, a private (Japan) entity would
partner with GovGuam to upgrade existing Guam owned utilities in exchange for revenue
sharing from the collections of utility rates charged to DOD and to the residents of Guam who
benefit from the upgrades.
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The Japan Ministry of Defense is putting pressure on several firms in Japan to prepare for the
JBIC round of financing and projects for Guam. Solicitation for bidding is expected to occur
later this month or early next month. It should be noted that most large Japan construction
firms have little or no experience with US NavFac construction management processes and
therefore will be looking to partner with US Firms in order to compete. If the client has not
already done so, and wishes to get involved with the JBIC funding portion, it would be wise to
start courting Japan firms that have similar interests in the Guam Program that the client has.
Jacobs, Shaw and CH2MHill have all had prior partnerships with Japan companies on
MILCON projects in Japan, so it is expected that they may partner with their Japan
counterparts for some Guam JBIC funded projects.

Range Development

Several meetings were attended where JGPO personnel had stated that anticipated planning
for the Mariana’s Range Complex have been reduced due to budget constraints in the JGPO
Program. A separate program estimated to be about $2 billion in cost will start in 2012 and
will be run by MARFORPAC with the sole intent in building the range in the Northern Mariana
Islands. Statements by Executive Director Bice of JGPO reiterated this when General
Conway made testimony before the House Committee on Military Construction. While
General Conway offered broad concerns with the cost of the Guam Build up, Director Bice,
made it clear that the General was only referring to the training component of the program
and not the Guam based program. He continued to suggest that only the training component
of the US Marine relocation would be studied in the Quadrennial Defense Review “draft”
scheduled to be completed in June of this year which would incorporate comments by new
appointed members of the Pentagon from the Obama administration. The final QDR is
expected in February of 2010 to coincide with the Pentagon’s budget request to congress.
One of the main policy fronts already released by the Obama administration surrounding
training is to focus on training US troops for irregular, as opposed to conventional combat.
The Northern Mariana Islands is looked at as a key player in this type of training.

As evidence that the Northern Mariana Islands is the focus of DOD for training, it was
recently announced that U.S. Army 9th Regional Readiness Command from Hawaii will
develop a range on Saipan. The development of the shooting range facility will cover three
phases including the construction of the M203 practice grenade launcher, M16/M4 rifle range,
and M249/M240 Bravo machine gun range as well as a three-story control tower and close
combat quarter for tactical training. The bid for this project has not been announced,
however it is expected to be announced from Hawaii for the construction requirements.

Master plan / EIS updates

A meeting with MSGT Barlow, JGPO staff member, confirms that the Record of Decision for
the Guam Master Plan/EIS will not meet the January 2010 target. It was noted that during
the recent Guam Industry Forum llI, the month notation of “January” was missing from
announcements regarding the expected completion of the Record of Decision (ROD).
NAVFAC and JGPO presentations all stated simply “2010” with nho month specified, whereas
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in previous Industry Forums and press releases by JGPO, it was always pegged at January
2010. MSGT Barlow confirmed that the original January 2010 expected deadline for the ROD
will be missed by JGPO and it is not expected to be issued until March of 2010. He did
however confirm that it would still be possible for the June 2010 construction deadline (shovel
to ground) would begin as scheduled. It should be noted that no projects can officially begin
or be approved prior to the ROD being issued. So it is unexplained on how construction can
begin so quickly considering mobilization to Guam could take months for firms.

NAVFAC Pacific recently opened a Joint Program Management Office (JPMO) in Honolulu to
manage the programming, design and execution of the Guam Military Build-up. In order to
assist in its tasks, NAVFAC Pacific hired MOCA Systems to leade the cost and schedule
management of the Guam program. Their role is to work with the NAVFAC JPMO staff
onsite to provide master integrated schedule and cost engineering management support
throughout the program lifecycle based on a detailed economic understanding and
construction simulation of the Guam construction market. MOCA Systems will be supporting
the existing Parsons/AECOM joint venture that was awarded the Pacific Program Design
Management Services (PPDMS) from NAVFAC Pacific. It is suggested that The client utilize
its Hawaii office and begin meeting with MOCA regarding existing and future opportunities
that can be sourced from this new Hawaii contact.

CNMI Opportunities

Public Schools

ARRA funding for the CNMI Public Schools has started to trickle in with a few small projects
being announced such as 5 classrooms and electrical upgrades for the Tinian High School,
estimated at $5 million and the paving of various parking lots at Saipan schools estimated at
about $1.5 million. A total of about $98 million has been granted to the CNMI Public School
System and as more details come to light, they will be forwarded to the client.

Department of Public Lands

The Department of Public Lands is a state government agency that is in charge of issuing
homestead lots of 1,000 sq mt to residents who are indigenous and over the age of 18. The
program is required by the Constitution and gives out the property for free for home
development of the indigenous population. The program however has had problems in that
the department lacked the funding to emplace basic infrastructure prior to issuing out the
homestead lots. This has created a program where raw undeveloped land is issued out and
then nothing is done to the property by the homesteaders. In order to address this problem,
the department is in the process of putting together a request for proposals for developers of
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a low income housing program. The bid was put out in October of last year and then later
recalled in order to get a better understanding of developer input regarding the necessary
requirements for developers to express interest. The bid is expected to be reoffered later this
year with a focus on basic infrastructure phase first. Sherman will monitor this project if
instructed to do so by the client. (see previous RFP announcement below)

The Department of Public Lands is requesting PROPOSALS (RFP) from QUALIFIED
FIRMS (Developers) FOR THE DESIGN, DEVELOPMENT, CONSTRUCTION AND
FINANCING OF LOW COST HOUSING UNITS IN KOBLERVILLE AND CAPITOL HILL
HOMESTEAD LOTS. THE PROJECT CONSISTS OF THE FOLLOWING:

PHASE 1: 100 QUADRUPLEX UNITS in Koblerville AND 39 QUADRUPLEX UNITS
ON Capitol Hill.

PHASE 2: 100 QUADRUPLEX UNITS IN KOBLERVILLE CONSISTING OF FIFTY
EACH TWO BEDROOMS UNITS AND FIFTY EACH THREE BEDROOM UNITS.

THE PROJECT WILL INCLUDE CONSTRUCTION OF BASIC INFRASTRUCTURE SUCH AS

Upon completion and acceptance, the Department of Public Lands will work a negotiated pay-
ment plan with the winning bidder. The Department of Public Lands will market the homes to
potential buyers (qualified homesteaders) and will coordinate and assist with financing for the
homeowners through private banks. As each home is completed and homeowner loans are
closed, the payment of bank proceeds will be authorized to pay for the construction and transfer
of ownership of the residential homes and lots to the buyers.

Commonwealth Ports Authority

There will be several RFPs offered by the Commonwealth Ports Authority for all three islands
which encompass FAA funding and basic runway repair and taxiway replacement. A total of
$20 million in future projects is set to be announced within the next few months. RFPs can
be monitored at this link: http://www.cpa.gov.mp/business/rfp.asp

A Saipan Dry Dock and Repairs project was announced by Allegiance Capital Corp. in April
of this year with an investment estimation of $100 million into the Saipan Seaport. Allegiance
Capital is a private investment banking firm who is involved in the Guam Build up. The
company intends to utilize the Saipan Port for transshipment during the build up phase of
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Guam and also as a ship dry dock after the build up phase is complete. Part of the project to
improve the Saipan Port facility involved the relocation of one of the Saipan power plants.

Current Events

A. The June T, an ocean-going tug owned and operated by Guam-based Inter Bay
Circle Marine, entered Apra Harbor this month as it tows the Ocean Seal, a semi-
submersible barge, and its cargo of 6 concrete caissons, each with a weight of
approximately 2,000 metric tons. The caissons were manufactured in Osaka by
TOA Corp. and will be utilized for the ongoing U.S. Navy Kilo Wharf expansion
project. The project is being constructed by the joint venture of Guam-based
International Bridge Corp. and TOA Corporation, Japan's second largest marine
contractor.

B. Tumon Corp. has won the first project to be paid for by ARRA funds. The project
consists of upgrading facilities for the Seabees BEQ at a cost of $3.4 million.
Tumon Corp. is a local 8A, Hub-Zone contractor.

C. Military officials have announced that they want to lease 700 acres in the NCS
area to be used for housing. The land is currently held by the Ancestral Lands
Commission who is in charge of dispersing land to those who've had their land
condemned in the past. The military has also stated that they wanted to lease
about 950 acres east of Andy South, in the Marbo area, for a firing range. Most of
this land is overseen by ALC or the Chamorro Land Trust Commission, who is

tasked with leasing lands to Chamorros for residential or agricultural use.
Various ideas are floating around with the idea of some sort of trade off for the
use of the lands. Ultimately, everything looks like it's going to have to be
approved by the legislature.

D. Hensel Phelps Construction Co. won a firm fixed price DB contract in the amount
of $53.7 million to build a new Bachelor Enlisted Quarters at Naval Base Guam.
It's expected to be completed by May 2011.

E. The El Dorado resort will be leasing its property to PPI, Inc. for an initial term of 5
years. PPI looks to be able to house approximately 2000 foreign workers in 412
apartment units. PPI is also looking to handle payroll, taxes, insurance, visa
requirements, Guam Department of Labor fees, legal fees - in addition to food,
lodging and transportation. There will be a cafeteria that can accommodate up to
1,000 people at a time, a store, recreational facilities including a swimming pool,
basketball and volleyball courts, and a clinic.

F. There's been a recent discovery of a highly active, underwater volcano that
according to a National Geographic release is the size of a 12-story building with
a base the size of a city block. Geothermal opportunity?

G. The joint venture between Watts Constructors and Healy Tibbitts Builders is
currently working on the Navy contract for the construction of a submarine drive-
in magnetic silencing facility at Beckoning Point at Pearl Harbor. Their
consultant, Thomas Ahillen, recently met with the Guam Economic Development
Authority to discuss a potential manufacturing/export tax credit since major
portions of the structure are being manufactured on Guam. The group plans on
using a barge to bring heavy equipment to Guam and export aggregate from
Guam. Also, they are looking to negotiate with the Guam Port for property to
stage their materials.

2. Guam Project Tracking

Government of Guam

Guam Power Authority
GEDA put out a RFP for secured financing in the amount of $20 million to refinance GPA’s

existing Commercial Paper Notes currently with Cathay Bank. GPA has until sometime in
2010 (the exact date is to be determined depending on when they receive the grant money)
to erect a wind turbine that has been partially funded by a federal grant, per John Cruz Jr.
who is the Manager of Strategic Planning and Operations Research Division. The large bids
out right now are the Renewable Energy Resource bid, and the PMC for Cabras 1 & 2 power
plant which is going to then go into 3 & 4.

According to John Cruz Jr., they are going to have a lot of work coming through the pipe and
are looking for companies that they can establish long term relationships with. An email has
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gone out from Sherman Consulting to get a list of some the future RFP’s and bids that will be
released, in which Mr. Cruz said he will put together.

Guam Waterworks Authority

Since our last meeting with Dr. Leonard Olive on the 1* of May, the only RFP that has come
out of GWA was a bid packet for pumps/motors and cables. We've been trying to get a list of
the short term future projects but as of late we haven't been able to lock it down. The last
day for GWA's current Chief Engineer is Friday May 15, 2009 and his possible replacement is
currently touring the island and facilities. He is not certain on his commitment to the position
and has said that as long as his wife is willing to stay, he’ll accept. This transition has made
it difficult to get in touch with the engineering office and the General Manager’s office.

Department of Public Works
April 2009 Bid Schedule Release (*Please See Attachment*)
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A draft TTIP report (*Please See Attachment*), has been included in this report for your
reference. DPW and Parsons Transportation Group are becoming increasingly vocal on their
desires to look for other asphalt suppliers. It is advised that the client make a decision on this
opportunity quickly and then allow Sherman to begin ground strategy based on the direction
of the client. It is expected that a supplier will be sources as DPW'’s favored supplier in the
next 6-12 months. Perez Bros. is excited because some of the designers that are involved
with the roadway projects are pushing for pour in place concrete to be used. Out of all the
GovGuam agencies, DPW is best positioned financially, to proceed with scheduled projects.
They have indentified funds for all their short term (3-5 year) goals.

Port Authority of Guam

The Port was looking to have Parsons Brinkerhoff (PB) to write the RFP, but that function
may not be within PB’s scope of work, according to Port legal counsel. The Port is still
waiting for their legal counsel to submit an opinion on the matter so that a decision can be
made. There are also issues with the RFI because the Port Staff did not provide adequate
responses to questions that the respondents submitted to the Port. The criterion for the new
Deputy General Manager was finalized by the Port Board and the job announcement was
released on 05/18/09. (see attached) ARRA funding — The Port is still waiting on the
Department of Transportation (DOT) to provide the criteria so they can pursue these funds.
The supposed deadline for DOT to announce the criteria is May 18, 2009.

Guam Economic Development Authority (GEDA)

Representatives of GEDA returned from the Governor’s visit to Taiwan. The visit included 2
seminars (1 in Taipei and 1 in Kaohsiung) where Taiwan Business Leaders were presented
with Guam buildup developments and other business related opportunities. The visit was
successful in stimulating interest from Taiwan, as several investors and companies are
planning visits to Guam to look into opportunities. The attendance at the seminars consisted
of representatives from the areas of finance, engineering, construction, and other services.

The Agency is also planning a trade mission to the Philippines, which is tentatively scheduled
for late June. Like the Taiwan visit, the focus will be on presenting opportunities to gain
interest from foreign investors.

3. Island Resources

Cement Supply Update

Cementon Micronesia is full steam ahead with their planned cement silo facility at the port.
Although they are partially owned by Perez Bros. they are making it known according to A.J.
Perez that Cementon is a completely separate business entity. According to their
calculations, they will be able to handle the supply necessary for the build-up. They've
announced that 4 silos will be erected a few months back, but the have been approved by the
Port Authority to erect 6 silos if necessary. They will be sourcing the material from Taiwan
and they are assuring everyone that their product will be up to all the regulated standards.
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Aggregate Production Update

Guam Rocks who has a leasing agreement with the Chamorro Land Trust Commission will
be the major supplier for aggregate production. There had been some uncertainty about the
CLTC’s improper processing of leasing agreements and an investigation is still ongoing,
however the money that is surrounding the Guam Rocks project is too large for any political
party to deny. The initial plan was for Guam Rocks to handle the production of the aggregate
but according to Tony Sanchez, who is at the forefront of this project, said that the new idea
is to allow various companies to have access to the property to handle their own mining and
production and simply pay the CLTC royalties.

Hawaiian Rock Products’ Jere Johnson has said that the quarries that are currently operating
or have access to have enough supply for the military build-up but they are looking for more
properties so that they can continue production afterwards. During the tour hosted by Jere, it
was quite apparent that the relationship with Smithbridge was quite strong. HRP is currently
letting Rocky Mountain (which is a former Smithbridge company, which was sold to the
managers of Rocky Mountain) use their dormant quarry property.

There have also been discussions among NAVFAC personnel that the quality of aggregate
may not meet the standards required for some projects. NAVFAC as well as some private
firms are looking to the CNMI's harder quarries for augmentation of supply to Guam as well
as to provide the harder rock necessary for many projects on Guam.

Asphalt Production Update

Nippo Corporation, (see Japan firm tracking section of report above) who shares a property
line with Smitbridge, is making an attempt at an asphalt production facility. It is known that
they have the capabilities to do it, but they haven't officially announced a target date for
production capability.

Hawaiian Rock Products is still very confident that they are going to be the prime source for
asphalt. Other companies that respond to asphalt supply bids either get 100% of the material
from HRP or produce small batches and get the majority of its supply from HRP. They are
keeping a close eye on what Nippo’s capabilities will be.

4. Island Labor

Housing updates

Younex/Agility

Project Name: Dos Amantes Workforce Housing Area

Capacity: 20,000

Progress: At preliminary review with Planning Division of Department of Land Management
Agility has been putting a large foot print down on Guam. They currently own the Agat Fuel
Terminal and manage the bulk fuel facilities at Andersen Air Force Base
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Core Tech

Core Tech’s H2B barracks is currently the only option for the temporary placement of the JFK
High School and is awaiting the final signatures from GovGuam to finalize its lease
agreement. Core Tech is also waiting for the complete list of supplies that are needed for
JFK to be fully functional. Again, GovGuam has been late in its submittal. We think that
JFK’s placement at Core Tech’s facilities will prevent Core Tech from housing workers for
some time. The JFK re-build project hasn't started yet and they are still trying to get things
off the ground so that construction can begin. As of late, GovGuam has missed their agreed
May 17" signing deadline for the lease agreement. According to Core Tech, they've
extended the deadline till May 20", yet GovGuam is requesting an extension for an additional
30 days. Costs associated with the missing of the May 17" deadline are now going to have
to be signed off on as well. Core Tech still wants the facilities to be rented out to GovGuam,
but have stated that they are prepared to move on if the leasing agreement continues to be
an issue.

Takano

Nanyo Bussan

Project Name: El Dorado

Capacity: 2,800

Progress: Being scheduled for Guam Land Use Commission (GLUC)

PPl Guam Inc. has taken over the logistics portion of this housing complex. This project is
the closest thing to being a real option for worker housing. It will be ready to house workers
prior to any other project and have already announced that it will have all the support and
services that have been laid out by NAVFACMAR.

The list of advertised services that PPl Guam, Inc. will be providing:

Manpower staffing of both US employees and foreign workers under existing
visa programs.

o All employees are screened and qualified prior to being made
available to companies for interviews. The personnel selected are
then provided with drug screening, physical evaluations and other
tests before being qualified for transport to Guam.

o PPl Guam arranges all travel to the island.

o They will also arrange for, apply and obtain visas for foreign workers.

o All personnel supplied for manpower services are pay rolled by PPI
Guam.

0 The costs for visas, air transport to the island, living accommodations
and ground transportation to and from construction sites are included
within PP1 Guam'’s service fee.
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Employees are housed at El Dorado, an existing 20 building apartment
complex, where workers are housed in air conditioned dormitories. The
complex has a cafeteria and recreational amenities.
Employees are provided with three meals per day, with lunch sent with the
employee to the work site.

o Menus have been created for nutritional content and to

provide a wide variety of foods.

Security is provided at El Dorado, as well as a medical program providing
PPl Guam'’s staff with access to medical doctors and EMTSs.

Department of Labor Updates

The Department of Homeland Security announced which countries can send temporary non-
agricultural workers to the United States and it looks as if China, Hong Kong, Thailand,
Taiwan and India have all been removed from that list. This means that these countries will
not be allowed to send H-2 workers to Guam this year.

The list of countries is revisited and updated every year and sources on Guam expect that
these countries will stay off the list for sometime or at least until the build up is completed on
Guam. The main sources for H-2B workers for Guam have been the Philippines and
mainland China, so companies with existing H-2B workers from China will have to reposition
themselves to work either from the labor pool of the United States (Hawaii/Las Vegas/Detroit)
for labor or increase H2B workers from the Philippines.

There are new reporting requirements as well, for instance, if workers fail to report to work
within five days of the employment start date, employers need to notify U.S. Citizenship and
Immigration Services, according to a Department of Homeland Security's U.S. Citizenship
and Immigration Services notice. This requirement can complicate the process for Guam
employers and H-2B workers as H-2B workers often have difficulty arriving for the start date,
because the process for obtaining a visa stamp in their home country can take a long time.
In some countries, H2B workers have to wait a month or a month and a half to have an
interview at a U.S. Embassy. The Philippines is one such challenging country where delays
occur often.

New regulations also require U.S. employers to notify USCIS when temporary labor is
completed more than thirty days early, and when H2-workers are fired from a project or
simply disappear. Employers must send notifications within 2 work days of the event by e-
mail. If e-mail isn't possible, notices need to be postmarked within two work days. In
addition, H-2B workers cannot pay fees associated with their recruitment, according to the
USCIS notice. The new regulation is meant to discourage the exploitation of these workers.
Employers are mandated to pay any recruitment fees, and pay for an H-2B worker's return
trip to the home country. H-2B workers pay visa fees, as well as the one-way ticket to Guam
or the mainland U.S. from their country of origin. One requirement that has been relaxed, is
the length of time that employers can claim for a project. Old requirements limit employers to
a year long project, in order to declare that the project is "temporary.” Now, employers can
say that they have employment needs for a temporary labor project that can run as long as
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three years, however, H2-B visas still last one year with renewals every year for a three-year
duration.

Under the new rules, H-2 workers need to leave the United States for three months if they
wish to return, after reaching the three-year limit. Old regulations required a stay outside of
the U.S. for six months. If required to return after the three-year limit is exhausted and being
exited from Guam for 3 months, the H2 worker can return to Guam as a new applicant. The
filing process to petition for nonimmigrant workers begins four months before April and
October of each year. The Guam Department of Labor has been screening applications for
temporary labor certificates early, in order to expedite the first part of the application process.

June 1% is the deadline for companies to submit their H2 needs with an expected close date
of June 2™. This close date is for workers that are to arrive after October 1. With Guam
getting the H2B cap waived (PL 110-229), which would've allowed companies to submit
requests at any time throughout the year, the recent extension of the enactment of this bill till
November 2009, has left many companies scrambling to get in their worker requirements
before the upcoming deadline. H2 worker application deadline will be no longer a concern
come November. When asked if Guam DoL will be able to meet that closing date, the only
response was that they've pulled miracles off in the past.

5. Competition

Philippines Construction Firm

DDT Kanstruct out of the Philippines has teamed up with 144 Construction Solutions to
pursue the future Guam build-up. DDT is a large firm that has recently completed Greenbelt
5 and Glorieta 5 which are large shopping, business and restaurant areas in Manila. Their
project awards have tripled over the past year. Last year they were awarded approximately
$300 million in projects and according to their GM, they are on track to hit $900 million this
year.

144 Construction Solutions is a SDVOSB, Woman Owned, HubZone company that has
primarily pursued small projects that have kept them busy. The teaming agreement with DDT
will allow them in-house access to DDT'’s Philippine workforce which also plans to house their
own workers. The housing part is still up in the air and is dependent on what becomes
readily available. They are looking at hiring engineers from DDT’s pool to fill any gaps in
experience.

Perez Brothers wants possible JV with the client
After meeting with Perez Bros. while the the client team was on island, we received interest

from them on the possibility the client working with them in pursuit of various roadways
projects. They are currently JV'd with Ameron Hawaii who has previously worked with the
client with satisfactory results. They would like to maintain that relationship with the future
projects laid out here on Guam.
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6. Miscellaneous News

TEC, Inc. Joint Venture of Charlottesville, Va., has been awarded a $27.84 million
modification to exercise the third option year under a previously awarded firm-fixed-price,
indefinite-delivery/indefinite-quantity ~ contract for  architect-engineer  services  for
environmental planning, according to a May 11 Department of Defense release. The total
contract amount after exercise of this option will be $37.16 million. The contract also contains
one additional one-year option period which if exercised would increase cumulative contract
value to $65 million. Work will be performed predominantly in Guam, (95%), and in Hawaii,
Saipan, and various locations in areas under the cognizance of the Naval Facilities
Engineering Command Pacific. Work is expected to be completed May 2010. Contract funds
will expire at the end of the current fiscal year. The Naval Facilities Engineering Command,
Pacific is the contracting activity. Under the contract, TEC Inc. Joint Venture is preparing the
Environmental Impact Study for the relocation of the U.S. Marines from Okinawa to Guam,
the construction of a transient carrier berth at Apra Harbor and the placement of an Army
missile defense unit on Guam. The joint venture is headed by environmental engineering firm
TEC Inc. and includes Earth Tech (which has been acquired by AE Com) and EDAW. The
contract was awarded in May 2006 with one base year and four option years, and an initial
total value of $40 million. In February, the contract was modified to increase its total value by
$25 million to $65 million.

GOODLINE, the major contractor to Rio Tinto with 400 employees across Northern Australia,
had high hopes of landing contracts when it joined a Cairns trade delegation to Guam at the
weekend. But after meeting Guam contractors and learning the lie of the land they have
quickly reassessed and lowered their ambitions. "It felt like we would be competition and
they did not want us here," Goodline’s senior estimator Dave Turner said. "It seems there are
a lot of barriers to do work here but it is not impossible. When it comes to the crunch they
may need us." Guam chamber of commerce former chairman John Thos Brown, who has
worked extensively both on the island and in Australia, said Cairns contractors faced a
challenge in gaining a piece of the $20 billion expansion. "A lot is determined in Washington
well before it is announced in Guam and big US companies such as Halliburton have the
lobbying power and track record with similar projects,” he said. "There are at least two
Alaskan native American corporations in Guam. They are given preferential opportunities at a
number of contracts, but there will be plenty to go around." Graham Poon of Kleindhardt
Business Consultants, a former Austrade representative in Guam and trade commissioner in
Manila, was on the trip at the invitation of Advance Cairns to help facilitate meetings. He said
doing business in the region was challenging but not impossible. "One thing about Guam is it
is relatively easy to communicate and easy to think the culture is the same, but it is quite
different and it is easy to see the wrong people," Mr Poon said. "However, when they do
engage with Australians the relationship is really good as Australians provide a quality
product. "They will pay a premium for quality." But Goodline admits they and other Australian
firms will struggle to be competitive in both labour costs and material supply as much is
sourced cheaply in the Philippines and in Asia. Mr Turner said engineers with 10-15 years
experience working in Guam are earning up to $100,000 less a year than a tradesman at
Weipa. Another hurdle is the requirement that foreign workers must have expensive US
health insurance. "That may sound like doom and gloom but the trip has not been wasted,"
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Mr Turner said. "What we intend to do is align ourselves with existing Guam construction
firms either as a sub-contractor or in a joint venture or we can offer niche services such as
overseeing the building of construction camps." Goodline is determined to become part of the
boom with Mr Turner set to return to Guam in several weeks. Kurt Benkhe of Cairns Tropical
Slipways said following up on the weekend’s visit was essential if an Australian company
hoped to do business in the region. "Businesses, no matter what the specialty, should come
back within three months," he said. "Three construction companies in the Far North region
should get together and come back to reinforce relationships."”
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
